Supplementary agenda for 3rd Grid Coordination Meeting to be held on 23.04.2009 in the Conference Hall of Badarpur Thermal Power Station
Dear Sir,   /  महोदय
BTPS has proposed additional agenda for the meeting. Copies enclosed for ready reference.
The BTPS authorities indicated that Unit no. 1, 2 & 3 of BTPS required to be phased out after the Common Wealth Games. They intend to have the consent of beneficiaries for establishment of units in their place. 

In this regard it is mentioned that the same agenda was put up in coordination meeting at SLDC held on 07.08.2008. The decision taken in the meeting is minuted as under :
“5. Phasing out of Stage-I units of BTPS ( 3 X 95MW)
General Manager (BTPS) indicated that the BTPS unit-1, 2 & 3 of 95MW capacity each were commissioned way back in year 1973, 74 and 75 respectively have outlived their designed life.  These units have to be systematically phased out as they are highly inefficient, prone to failures and stress the environment.  The proposal for setting up of 2X 490MW coal units could not be materialized due to stringent environmental constraints as the Govt. of India has categorically stated that no coal based units would be allowed to be commissioned in Delhi.  On this background, three proposals have been mooted by BTPS.
i)
All the three units (95MW each) may be scrapped after completion of the Commonwealth Games and the station should continue to run with 2X210MW units (with R&M)

ii)
The stage-I units of 95MW may continue to run with capital dosing of minor nature to sustain their operation till technical / economical and environmental considerations allow to run the units.

iii)
Replacement of the three 95MW with gas units of such capacity which is feasible.

He requested the beneficiaries for advise on the above proposals so that further action can be initiated welll in time.  

NDPL and BSES utilities requested for concrete proposal indicating pros and cons of each so that decision to purchase power from proposed units can be taken.  NDMC and MES wondered whether as per the PPAs entered into with NTPC for supply of power from this station, they have to supply power upto 25 years and in case of reduction in availability requested for equivalent amount from remaining units.  On this context, it was explained that the all PPAs are based on full capacity and in case of any capacity reduction, the proportionate amount of allocation would be get reduced.  Both of the utilities noted the position and assured that they would take the decision on the proposals as early as possible.  

After the detailed discussion, G.M. (SLDC) felt that the matter would be required to be refered to GCC. He advised BTPS authorities to work out the detailed proposals indicating the probable tariff and cost benefit analysis so that the same can be considered by GCC.”
BTPS authorities have not been provided the details as decided in the meeting minuted above. 
GCC may deliberate on the issues.
