Minutes of Meeting held in the Conference Hall of SLDC on 26.05.2009 at 11.00hrs. regarding Methodology of UI Accounts preparation from 01.04.2009 and Availability of Transmission System of Delhi Transco Limited for the period 2008-09 under the Chairmanship of G.M.(SLDC)
General Manager (SLDC) welcomed all the delegates and explained that this meeting has been convened to finalize the methodology of preparation of bills under new UI regulations of CERC made effective from 01.04.2009 and subsequent orders of DERC on 21.04.2009. It was informed that the methodology of preparation of UI bills under the new UI regime had already been circulated vide letter no. F/DTL/207/DGM(SO)/08-09/139 dated 20.05.2009. Although, no comments have been received from the utilities, this is the final opportunity to give their comments or seek any clarification from SLDC on the methodology. 
General Manager (SLDC) also mentioned that the availability of transmission system of Delhi Transco Limited for the year 2008-09 has been prepared based on the inputs received from DTL and distribution licenses and circulated vide DGM(SO)’s letter no. F/DTL/207/DGM(SO)/09-10/114 dated 08.05.2009. However, no comments have been received from the utilities. It was mentioned that this is the final opportunity to give their comments or seek any clarification from SLDC on the methodology adopted by SLDC to arrive at the Transmission System Availability for the year 2008-09.
DGM (SO) was then requested to proceed further on the issues. Accordingly, the issues are taken up for discussions. 
1. Methodology of UI Accounts preparation from 01.04.2009.

The salient futures of UI regulations and as per CERC order dated 30.03.2009 were presented. During the course of the presentation the following emerged:
a) BSES utilities informed that the maximum capping of over drawal fixed by DERC for the frequency band between 49.5.Hz. to 49.2Hz. vide its order dated 21.04.2009 has been amended to the extent that in case Delhi as a whole does not over draw from the grid the overdrawal limits fixed for individual discoms would not be applied. SLDC indicated that they do not have any such reference. 

b) G.M. (SLDC) indicated that there should not be any over drawal by Delhi from the grid as per the limit fixed by CERC i.e. 12% of the schedule or 150MW which ever is less and below 49.2Hz. frequency there should  be no overdrawal at all and in case the limits are exceeding SLDC shall have no other option but to disconnect the feeders emanating from DTL and Genco Stations. It was made very clear that the directions issued from SLDC should be obeyed instantly for the sake of grid stability without any argument. Instances are quoted that by curtailing overdrawal by Delhi the power system was saved from total collapse at the time of multiple tripping of transmission lines during the stormy weather conditions on 19.05.2009. NDMC representative proposed that the distribution of penalty and legal charges thereof for overdrawal below 49.2Hz. and violation of overdrawal limits fixed for the frequency regime 49.5Hz. to 49.2Hz. band should be recovered from overdrawing utilities in proportion to their overdrawal. 
c) SLDC shall post the overdrawal / under generation by the utilities below 49.5Hz. in two bands i.e. for the frequency band 49.5Hz. to 49.2 Hz. and below 49.2 Hz. at the time of Delhi as a whole overdraws from the grid on monthly basis based on the SEM data.  
d) For commercial purposes the rates applicable for overdrawal / under generation would be as per CERC regulations applicable from 01.04.2009 for the frequency regime below 49.2Hz. and all other bands.
e) Utilities requested SLDC to speed up the preparation of UI Bills as it is lagging by about 5 weeks than that of NRPC accounts. The delay was explained by DTL representative as they are encountering problems in getting the data from different sub stations through the laptops such as GPS synchronization difference etc.  however, assured that the data for UI Accounts i.e. energy drawal by distribution licensees in 15 minutes and ex bus generation of IPGCL and PPCL Stations after processing the SEM data would be provided by them as early as possible to avoid the lagging of UI Bills preparation.          
f) SLDC indicated that looking into the delay in preparation of UI Accounts at intra state level at par with NRPC accounts there might be delay in payment of UI amount to the pool by Delhi in case Delhi is the paying utility. All utilities were of the view that to avoid any legal wrangles for not paying UI amount within 10 days of issue of UI Accounts by NRPC, the UI amount be paid to NRLDC by the due date from the UI pool amount which shall be redeemed as and when the bills are issued and payment are received from the utilities as per the intra state UI accounts.   
g) The Scheduling and Dispatch Procedures was already decided on 24.12.2008 and it was again brought up by NDPL. It was clarified that the day ahead scheduling for inter discom transfer of surplus power will be carried out as per the data provided by the distribution licensees till the SCADA data of distribution licensees is available through ICCP Server. It was also explained that to avoid commercial losses to utilities SLDC considers actual drawal of discoms based on SEM data as decided in the earlier Co-ordination meeting in SLDC for quantifying the Inter Discom transfer.  
h) Concluding the discussions it was agreed to issue the UI bills from 01.04.2009 as per CERC regulations dated 30.03.2009 made effective from 01.04.2009.

2. Availability of Transmission System of Delhi Transco Limited for the period 2008-09. 

It was explained that Delhi Transco Limited’s Transmission System Availability has been computed on the basis of DERC guidelines issued during 2004 and specially based on the conditions mentioned in caluses 3.5.1 to 3.6.3 of these guidelines 
As decided in the meeting held on 16.09.2008 in SLDC the outage data computed on quarterly basis based on the outage data provided by DTL and the generation backing down caused due to the outages of transmission elements and the load shedding occurred in distribution licenses’ area as per the information available in SLDC was forwarded to various stake holders in Power sector in Delhi for their comments. It was informed that the comments were received from the Distribution Licenses namely BRPL, BYPL & NDPL. The comments have been reconciled in SLDC and final report of the availability for 2008-09 have been computed and forwarded to all. 
2.1 
During the meeting the NDPL has pointed out that  the load shedding duration of the Items mentioned at Sr. No. 15, 16, 17 & 18 of the comments on the NDPL’s response for the outage data for the 4th Quarter 2008-09 be included as it is seems that the load shedding duration was inadvertently missed while computing the transmission system availability of DTL. 
It was agreed that SLDC shall incorporate the suggestions of NDPL and finalize the transmission availability of DTL for the year 2008-09 accordingly.
